1. Many organizations here at the table are involved in an effort to address needs around homelessness in our area.
2. National Stats:

a. [image: image1.jpg] a trend toward higher homeless rates in rural areas

b. veterans, mentally ill, substance abuse, domestic violence and several other reasons lead to homelessness

3. Tahoe Truckee Needs:

a. Clothing, mental health treatment, emergency shelter, drop-in center, alcohol and drug treatment, domestic violence counseling 

4. Tahoe Truckee Resources:

a. Project MANA

b. Food and Resource Support Center

c. Tahoe & Truckee FRCs

d. Transitional Housing

e. Supportive Housing

f. One Stop Employment Center (coming soon to truckee)

g. Church meals and resources

5. Cost of Homelessness

a. More time in the hospitals
b. Officer Baraz:

i. Homelessness people can’t be released right after treatment for initial cause (broken limb, etc)

ii. Extended stay usually accrues from additional illnesses found during initial treatments. 

6. Emergency Shelters save money in contrast to no shelter, however are a costly alternative to a permanent shelter. 

· Officer Baraz

i. Town of Truckee has seen a decrease through the winter months of the homeless. 

ii. When the weather is ripe and the tourist season is at its peak is when we see the highest rates of homelessness. 

iii. Some of our homeless have commuted in to pan-handle.  

iv. A portion of our homeless have mental health issues, however they may not classify for state care.  Many are highly functioning and that takes the ability away from the officials to step in.  

v. We get a lot of cross traffic from train and I-80 for transit and the marijuana trifecta. Some are harmless, some aren’t.  

vi. Just like everyone else, homeless come here to relax and for the serenity. 

vii. Should we give to the guy at the grocery store???

1. Consider giving food or clothing 

2. Take each person as an individual and make the call on a case-by-case basis.  

· Bojana Vujeva, Family Resource Center of Truckee
i. At the tail end of our three-year re-housing grant.

1. With this grant, we’re able to provide housing assistance

2. The issue is that we have is that we have an extrodinary waiting list.  We share the grant with Grass Valley and our money is limited.

3. Able to assist with a max of $200 a month.  

4. We’re accepting people to the waiting list, but the program ends in September and at that point, I’m not sure what we’re going to be able to do.  

5. We cannot help people with emergency services, sometimes we team up with the Calvary Chapel, etc.  

6. Hotel Vouchers are available through the Town, Truckee PD and several other sources.  

a. Subject to vacancies, this can cause frustration

7. For Goodness Sake can be added to resources, but we figure things out for emergency situations

· Emilio Vaca, North Tahoe Family Resource Center 
i. 8 partners that collaborated on a similar grant to the FRCoT’s grant, 

ii. 3 years ago, in the creation of the United for Action group, we put forward the idea of an emergency fund.  The Esparanza Fund (Hope Fund) used to assist people with bills, other emergency needs related to housing and hotel vouchers. 

iii. Four years ago, we helped to shed the light on affordable housing.  Truckee has benefitted from having affordable housing in its community.

iv. Developer from San Francisco, Project MANA and NTFRC worked together to secure the first affordable housing complex open.  Seven approved.  First opened on Brook and Fox streets.  

1. Trout units – move in June 2012

2. Efforts with this project have been very fruitful

3. Contact Shawn from Domus 546-2074 for more info on this project.

v. Currently no transitional housing at the lake.  

· Jane Carson, Riverview Homes
i. We have had a waitlist forever.  

1. Totally based on tax-credit guidelines

2. We have a major procedure to make sure their documents are in order

3. I have to qualify by income.  

4. Once someone moves in, they can live there forever, no matter how much more they make unless they make 140%

5. Once they move in, they don’t move.

6. We have had some families save enough money to go buy houses.  

7. Federally funded program.  NEF – part of the investment.  

8. Prices are very reasonable.  ‘

9. Every year at the end of January, every affordable housing unit supplier has an updated list of income guidelines

ii. All of the affordable housing units have waitlists.  

iii. First give someone an application, then give them the info for the other affordable housing units in town b/c you never know where’s going to come first.  
· What affordable housing options are there in our region?
· What are issues and trends around housing?
