1. Family Centeredness

a. A-22 + A31 need a culturally supportive ingredient

b. Language is accessible, appropriate and examples provide practical application

c. Where is agency collaboration? We rely heavily on this.  Incorporate in A3.1.

2. Family Strengthening

a. OVERALL:  want to see definition of ‘family’ as described by participants.  Restated throughout the document. 

b. Include positive methods of building family-community relationships when traditional family structure is absent. 

c. Continuous acknowledgement that wrap-around in theory values self-determination and empowerment in practice, participants, particularly non-white participants, are often reluctant and mistrustful of anyone or any program coming from systems.  Eg.  Mental health, CNS, CPS, or Family court services, schools and the juvenile justice systems.

3. Diversity

a. Definition of diversity is not in the glossary and it should be first. 

b. Specific definition of diversity that includes ethnicity, religion, economics, family structure, differing physical and mental abilities, etc.

4. Community Building

a. Include promatoria model for community leadership training – formal structure of leadership training – as an example of high quality indicator model.

b. Concern:  standards new rules and regulations becoming laws and exclusionary for small organizations

c. Collaboration as a way to limit duplication of services as a way to save money and leverage money.

5. Evaluation

a. No.  With limited resources, time and money, many standards are not met. Great ideas but challenging to collect data.

b. Very wordy, more basic, straightforward language required

c. Standards assume collecting feedback is happening – if we can’t get feedback, utilizing data and making adjustments is challenging; collecting data is challenging in rural areas- geographical constraints.
